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§ 1‑339.49. Penalty for selling contrary to law.
A sheriff or other officer who makes any sale contrary to the true intent and meaning of this

Article shall forfeit two hundred dollars to any person suing for it, one half for his own use and
the other half to the use of the county where the offense is committed.
