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§ 146‑70. Institution of land actions by the State.
Every action or special proceeding in behalf of the State or any State agency with respect to

State lands or any interest therein, or with respect to land being condemned by the State, shall
be brought by the Attorney General in the name of the State, upon the complaint of the
Secretary of Administration.
