§ 163-108.1. Nomination of members of House of Representatives.

[of] this Chapter, or by district convention of the party when so provided by law. In a county
assigned to a multi-county representative district, no political party shall nominate candidates for
the State House of Representatives by party convention for the single county. (1966, Ex. Sess., c.
