§ 51-8.2. Issuance of marriage license when applicant is unable to appear.

If an applicant for a marriage license is over 18 years of age and is unable to appear in
person at the register of deeds' office, the other party to the planned marriage must appear in
person on behalf of the applicant and submit a sworn and notarized affidavit in lieu of the
absent applicant's personal appearance.
