§ 87-94. Civil penalties.

(a) Any person who violates any provision of this Article, Article 7A of this Chapter,
any order issued pursuant thereto, or any rule adopted thereunder, shall be subject to a civil
penalty of not more than one thousand dollars ($1,000) for each violation, as determined by the
Secretary of Environmental Quality. Each day of a continuing violation shall be considered a
separate offense. No person shall be subject to a penalty who did not directly commit the
violation or cause it to be committed.

(c) In determining the amount of the penalty the Secretary shall consider factors set out
in G.S. 143B-282.1(b). The procedures set out in G.S. 143-215.6A and G.S. 143B-282.1 shall
apply to civil penalties assessed under this section.

(d) The Secretary shall notify any person assessed a civil penalty of the assessment and
the specific reasons therefor by registered or certified mail, or by any means authorized by G.S.
1A-1, Rule 4.
